In 2014, the total value of manufactured goods shipped from Ishikawa Prefecture was 2.6 trillion yen,
an increase of 177.6 billion yen (7.3%) on the previous year. The main industries of Ishikawa include
machinery, which accounted for 1.7 trillion yen, textiles which accounted for 200.2 billion yen and food
products which accounted for 166 billion yen, together producing 80.6% of the prefecture's total output.

In order to compete with regional competition and global competition in an age of globalisation and
declining population, the prefecture is creating and developing new industries for the future generations
through industry-academic-government coordination. At the same time there are plans to comprehensively
raise and secure human resources that support the industries of the prefecture. Furthermore, thorough
support is being provided to local industries to provide business security and to strengthen foundations.
