NATURE (B %)

Ishikawa Prefecture, located near the center of Honsh, runs long and narrow from
north to south. The hilly Noto Peninsula in the north juts out into the Sea of Japan, and
the Kaga region in the south consists of the Hakusan Mountain Range and wide open
plains.

Ishikawa’s rich seasonal variety can be seen in the vast virgin forests of Japanese
beech trees and beautiful alpine plants found in Hakusan National Park (also known
as a treasure trove of large mammals), as well as in the beautiful coastlines of the
Noto Peninsula Quasi-National Park and Echizen Kaga Coast Quasi-National Park.
