This work of Yuri-Kinsai (coloured vessel with gold leaf decoration) was created by the artist through an
extremely careful and elaborate process. First of all, overglaze colours are applied to the surface of a baked white
porcelain vessel and then fired again. Then a preliminary sketch is put on the vessel surface, with each sketch part
given a number. The next step is to carefully cut the gold leaf with scissors in accordance with the paper patterns and
then paste them with glue according to the numbers; after the gold leaf is pasted properly with the help of a brush, the
vessel is fired again in order to remove any impurities. In the end, it is covered with a transparent glaze before being
fired again, thus finishing a painstaking process; by making use of this process, it is possible to give a rich expression
and variation to the work.

Artist Profile: Born in Komatsu city of Ishikawa on 7th July 1932. Awarded the status of “Important Intransient
Cultural Asset” (Human National Treasure) on 12th July 2001 for his achievements as the top Yuri-Kinsai artist. In
the same year, he was awarded the Japanese Medal of Honour of Purple Ribbon.

In 2009 the total value of manufactured goods shipped from Ishikawa Prefecture was 2.0491 ftrillion yen,
a 27.1% decrease of 763.5 billion yen from 2008. The main industries of Ishikawa include machinery, which
accounted for 1.2913 trillion yen, and textiles, which accounted for 168.1 billion yen, together accounting for
71.2% of the prefecture’s total output.

In order to survive and win through regional and global competition in this age of globalization and
population decline, Prefecture of Ishikawa is encouraging creation of new industries and training of the next
generation through the collaboration between Academics and Industry. The Prefecture is also taking steps
to secure and train human resources that could support the industry in the Prefecture.

In order to further improve access routes to the 3 major Japanese metropolitans (Tokyo, Osaka and
Nagoya), Ishikawa Prefecture is promoting the development of high-standard arterial highways; at the same
time, Prefecture also aims to construct new trunk roads in all four directions and thereby lay the traffic
foundations for wider regional exchanges and cooperation.

In case of Komatsu Airport, the Prefecture is working towards creating new demand in passenger and cargo
transport as well planning to expand air routes; moreover, the prefecture is taking positive steps to improve
the living environment around the airport such as reducing noise pollution.

After Noto Airport became operational in July of 2003, the travelling time required to travel to Tokyo was
considerably reduced, thereby increasing people to people exchanges. Today, Noto Airport has become a hub
facility in the region, contributing effectively to the region’s vitalization.

Ishikawa Prefecture is also making every effort towards an earliest possible commencement of new
Shinkansen (bullet train) line extending to Kanazawa as well as construction of the whole line west of
Kanazawa.

TOURISM (& )

Ishikawa, with its rich nature and traditional culture, has
many attractive tourism resources. In 2009 20,717,000
tourists visited the prefecture.

The coastline of the Noto peninsula is marked with the
contrasting beauty of rugged scenery along the outer coast
and the tranquil waters of the inner coast. The famous
hot spring district of Wakura Onsen near Nanao Bay gets
more than 1 million hot spring aficionados annually, who
especially enjoy people’s warmth and local food.

Kanazawa, the capital city of Ishikawa, has still retained
its old castle town charm; in the center of the city, there is
Kenrokuen Garden, which is one of the three most famous
gardens of Japan, as well as Kanazawa Castle Park,
and the old samurai houses; one can also see traditional
crafts such as Kaga Yuzen silk dyeing. The city is also the
birthplace of many great authors of modern times such as
Kyoka Izumi, Shusei Tokuda, Saisei Muro and so on.

In Southern Kaga, at the center of Hakusan National
Park, lies Mt. Hakusan, one of the three most holy
mountains of Japan, which boasts of a vast forest, and
high alpine vegetation At the foot of the mountain there are
many ski resorts with magnificent views and well equipped
facilities as well as rustic hot spas with abundant hot
water.

The 4 main hot spring towns of Yamanaka, Yamashiro,
Katayamazu and Awazu make up the Kaga Hot Spring
District, which, along with Wakura Hot Spring, is one of the
most well known Japanese hot spring districts of Japan;
these hot spring districts are known for their comfortable
accommodations and high quality customer service,
attracting over 2.2 million visitors every year. The hot
spring district and the surrounding area, form a major tourist
destination, which offers a number of other attractions such
as Echizen Kaga Coast Quasi-National Park, Natadera
Temple, golf courses, and a variety of traditional craft
industries like Yamanaka lacquerware and Kutani pottery.
