Fumio Mae studied traditional Japanese painting at the Kanazawa College of Art, where he spent countless hours
practicing at accurately depicting scenes and objects from the natural environment. The Japanese bush clover design,
which serves as the main theme for this chinkin box, can be said to be a product of his studies. It is depicted
delicately and lyrically against a backdrop of the moon, evoking the atmosphere of a clear, crisp autumn night. The
box itself rises up gently, the edges rounding softly at the top with exquisite craftsmanship.

After carefully carving the design onto the black lacquer surface with a chisel, another layer of lacquer was applied
to the carved sections. Silver leaf and powder was then laid on top of that layer of lacquer, and any excess silver was
rubbed out with a cloth. He then used a variety of precise carving techniques to express the overlapping of the bush
clovers. He used studs to etch out the dots composing the silhouette of the moon, and also to depict the droplets of
moonlight scattered throughout the box. This highly-technical art of chinkin was passed down from his father, Taiho.

The year that this piece was created, the artist was designated a holder of the Important Intangible Cultural
Property (Living National Treasure) of chinkin.

In 2010 the total value of manufactured goods shipped from Ishikawa Prefecture was 2.3742 ftrillion yen,
a 15.9% increase of 325.1 billion yen from 2009. The main industries of Ishikawa include machinery, which
accounted for 1.6197 trillion yen, and textiles, which accounted for 180.6 billion yen, together accounting for
75.8% of the prefecture's total output.

In order to survive through and win against regional and global competition in this age of globalization and
population decline, Ishikawa Prefecture is encouraging the creation of new industries and training of the next
generation through a collaboration between academics and industry. The prefecture is taking steps to secure
and train human resources that can support these industries, and is also providing close support for the local
industries to strengthen their foundations and ensure stable management.

According to the data gathered from the 2009 Economic Census, there were 68,035 businesses in
Ishikawa Prefecture, employing 609,917 people. This is an increase of 1,087 businesses (1.6%) and an
increase of 31,973 employees (5.5%) from the 2006 census.

Looking at a breakdown of the industries of those businesses, "wholesale and retail trade" made up
25.5%, "manufacturing" 11.8%, "accommodations, eating and drinking services" 11.5%, and "construction"
11.0%. The distribution of employees was as follows: 20.4% in "wholesale and retail trade", 17.9% in
"manufacturing”, 10.4% in "medical, health care and welfare", and 9.3% in "accommodations, eating and
drinking services".

According to the 2007 Census of Commerce, there were 16,564 shopping establishments in Ishikawa
employing 107,999 people with total annual sales of 4.1576 trillion yen.

Furthermore, exports in 2010 totaled 204.5 billion yen, out of which machinery accounted for 79.2%, steel
and metal for 8.4%, and the rest for 12.4%.

Ishikawa Prefecture is trying to promote the revitalization of the central shopping districts which form the
external face of local areas, while also using a network of overseas offices to provide support to the local
industries for their overseas operations and market expansion. The prefecture is also taking steps to promote
international business by enhancing local airports and harbor facilities.

In order to further improve access routes to the three major Japanese metropolises (Tokyo, Osaka, and
Nagoya), Ishikawa Prefecture is promoting the development of high-standard arterial highways. At the same
time, the prefecture also aims to construct new east-west and north-south highways as the traffic foundation
for wider regional exchange and cooperation.

In the case of Komatsu Airport, the prefecture is working towards creating new demand in passenger and
cargo transport and is planning to increase air routes. Moreover, the prefecture is taking steps (such as
reducing noise pollution) to improve the living environment around the airport.

After Noto Airport became operational in July 2003, travel time to Tokyo was considerably reduced,
increasing the flow of people to and from Tokyo. Today, Noto Airport has become a hub facility in the region,
contributing effectively to the region's revitalization.

The prefecture is hard at work to ensure that the Hokuriku Shinkansen Line reaches Kanazawa by the end
of the 2014 fiscal year, and is also endeavoring to continue expanding the line farther west.

Ishikawa, with its rich nature and traditional culture, has
many attractive tourist resources. In 2010, 21,546,000
tourists visited the prefecture.

The beautiful coastline of the Noto Peninsula displays
a marked contrast between the rugged scenery along the
outer coast and the tranquil waters of the inner coast.
Wakura Onsen, a famous hot spring district overlooking
Nanao Bay, sees nearly about 1 million visitors annually
who come to enjoy the local hospitality and food.

Kanazawa, the capital city of Ishikawa, has still retained
its old castle-town allure. In the center of the city is
Kenrokuen Garden (one of the Japan's three most beautiful
gardens), Kanazawa Castle Park, and a district of old
samurai houses; in this area, one can also see traditional
crafts such as Kaga Yuzen silk dyeing. The city is also the
birthplace of many great modern authors such as Kyoka
Izumi, Shisei Tokuda, and Saisei Muro.

In Southern Kaga, at the center of Hakusan National
Park, lies Mt. Hakusan, one of the Japan's three holy
mountains, which boasts a vast forest and high alpine
vegetation. At the foot of the mountain are many ski
resorts with magnificent views and well-equipped facilities
complete with rustic hot springs.

The four hot spring towns of Yamanaka, Yamashiro
Katayamazu, and Awazu make up the Kaga Hot Springs
District, which, along with Wakura Hot Springs, is one
of the most well-known hot springs districts in Japan.
Famous for their comfortable accommodations and high
quality customer service, these hot springs attract over
2.2 million visitors every year. The hot springs district
and the surrounding area form a major tourist destination,
which also offers a number of other attractions, such as
the Echizen Kaga Coast Quasi-National Park, Natadera
Temple, golf courses, and a variety of traditional craft
industries like Yamanaka lacquerware and Kutani pottery.

In
order to ensure the health of its citizens, Ishikawa Prefecture
is working to improve the foundation and system for lifelong
promotion of healthy living. The bulk of those efforts will
be focused around health and welfare centers, which will
be in addition to the municipal health centers acting as the
foundation for health care activities.
