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The 10 arts and crafts below have been designated as "traditional arts and crafts" by the Minister of
Economy, Trade, and Industry. An additional six crafts - Japanese washi paper, Mikawa Buddhist altars,
Paulownia wood artwork, Japanese cypress tree art, Suzu pottery, and Kaga fishing lure - have been
designated as "Ishikawa Traditional Arts and Crafts". Other crafts which are unique to Ishikawa include
Ohi pottery, Kaga inlaid work, local traditional toys, confections, and local cuisine.
