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Black Raku Ware Tea Bowl - Meikitano (Ishikawa Prefecture Designated Cultural Property)

Age: Momo-yama period, 16th Century Currently Located at Ishikawa Prefectural Art Museum

Chajiro's black Raku Ware tea bowl is said to embody the spirit of the Wabi-cha style of tea ceremony established by Sen no
Rikyuu. Due to the temperature it was fired at, this bowl in particular doesn’t have a glossy finish, instead having a rough, dry
texture. It has a slightly tightened base and a half-cylinder shape, and while it lacks exterior artifice, its simple design gives
an impression of inner strength. The inscription of the name “Kitano” was said to be from when Rikyuu used it at the Grand
Kitano Tea Ceremony in 1587, which was presided over by Toyotomi Hideyoshi. However, in recent years, the prevailing
theory is that the inscription was added after Rikyuu owned it, when it passed into the ownership of Kozenin temple, which
was attached to Kitano Tenmangu shrine. According to Sousa Koushin, 4th generation head of the Urasenke School of tea
ceremony, this tea bowl used to have Rikyuu's personal seal on it. It has since faded, but the tea bowl is accompanied by a
note that verifies that it was once there.

Vietnamese, 1,579 Koreans, 1,165 Brazilians, 983 Filipinos and 643 Indonesians as well as other foreign
nationals.

In 2015, the total value of manufactured goods shipped from Ishikawa Prefecture was 2.8 trillion yen, an
increase of 205.3 billion yen (7.9%) on the previous year. The main industries of Ishikawa include machinery,
which accounted for 1.8 ftrillion yen, textiles which accounted for 207.0 billion yen and food products which
accounted for 201.2 billion yen, together producing 81.3% of the prefecture's total output.

In order to compete with regional competition and global competition in an age of globalisation and declining
population, the prefecture is creating and developing new industries for the future generations through industry-
academic-government coordination. At the same time there are plans to comprehensively raise and secure
human resources that support the industries of the prefecture. Furthermore, thorough support is being provided
to local industries to provide business security and to strengthen foundations.

According to the 2014 economic census for Business Frame ; the number of business establishments in
Ishikawa was 61,799 with 544,250 employees. This represents an increase of 89 (0.1%) businesses and an
increase of 5,541 (1.0%) in comparison to the survey carried out in 2012.

The breakdown of the industrial infrastructure is as follows: wholesale and retail 25.2%, manufacturing 12.3%,
lodging and catering 12.2%, construction 10.5%. The breakdown of employment by industry is as follows:

According to the 2014 Census of Commerce , there were 11,835 shopping establishments in Ishikawa
employing 84,191 people with total annual sales of 3.469 trillion yen.

Exports in 2016 totaled 242.5 billion yen, out of which machinery and appliances industry accounted for
80.5%, steel and metal 9.4%, and the rest 10.1%.

Ishikawa Prefecture is working to promote the revitalization of the central shopping districts which form the
forefront of commerce in local regions, while also using a network of overseas offices to provide support to local
industries for their overseas operations and market expansion. The prefecture is also taking steps to promote
international business by enhancing local airports and harbor facilities.

We are working towards increasing ease of access to neighboring prefectures, as well as to the three major
metropolitan areas, by promoting the development of high-standard bullet train tracks. We also aim to expand
commerce over a wide area by reducing travel time between regions through the establishment of new bullet
train routes to the north, south, east, and west.

In the case of Komatsu Airport, the prefecture is working to create new demand in passenger and cargo
transport and is planning to increase air routes. The prefecture is also taking steps, such as reducing noise
pollution, to improve the living environment around the airport.

After Noto Satoyama Airport became operational in July 2003, travel time to Tokyo was considerably reduced,
increasing the flow of people to and from Tokyo. Today, Noto Airport has become a hub facility in the region,
contributing effectively to the region's revitalization.

The Hokuriku Shinkansen opened for service between Nagano and Kanazawa in March 2015, and the fastest
train connects Tokyo and Kanazawa in 2 hours 28 minutes.

Plans are currently underway to open a line that will run between Kanazawa and Tsuruga by FY 2022. Early
stage preparations for the line that will eventually extend to Osaka are being coordinated with the prefectures
that the tracks will pass through.

With its abundant nature and traditional culture, Ishikawa
Prefecture can boast many valuable tourism resources. In 2016,
24,588,000 tourists visited the prefecture.

The beautiful coastline of the Noto Peninsula displays a
marked contrast between the rugged scenery along the outer
coast and the tranquil waters of the inner coast. Wakura Onsen,
a famous hot spring district overlooking Nanao Bay, annually
sees about 0.9 million visitors who come to enjoy the local
hospitality and food.

Kanazawa, the capital city of Ishikawa, has retained its old
castle-town allure. In the center of the city is Kenrokuen Garden
(one of Japan's three most beautiful gardens), Kanazawa Castle
Park, and a district of old samurai houses. Here, visitors can
also enjoy a variety of traditional crafts, such as Kaga Yuzen
silk dyeing. The city is also the birthplace of many great modern
authors such as Kyoka lzumi, Shisei Tokuda, and Saisei Muro.

In Southern Kaga, at the center of Hakusan National Park,
lies Mt. Hakusan, one of Japan's three holy mountains, which
boasts a vast forest and high alpine vegetation. At the foot
of the mountain are abundant hot springs and the Hakusan
Shirakawago White Road, a winding mountain road which
boasts magnificent views.

The four hot spring towns of Yamanaka Onsen, Yamashiro
Onsen, Katayamazu Onsen, and Awazu Onsen make up the
Kaga Hot Springs District, which, along with Wakura Onsen,
is one of the most well-known hot springs districts in Japan.
Famous for their comfortable accommodations and high-quality
customer service, these hot springs attract over 2 million visitors
every year. The hot springs district and the surrounding area
form a major tourist destination, which also offers a number
of other attractions, such as the Echizen Kaga Coast Quasi-
National Park, Natadera Temple, golf courses, and a variety of
traditional craft industries like Yamanaka Urushi Lacquer Ware
and Kutani Porcelain.

Ishikawa Prefecture.
